d) However, the showing of certain attractions require that spectators be reasonably careful in their conduct and be reasonably
watchful of the conduct of children; and although the Green Township Community Association Inc. will take every precaution, It
will not be responsible for any personal injury of property damage suffered by reason of any attraction shown or exhibited
during the Fair.

Premiums

1 Inthe event that the receipts of the Fair are insufficient to meet all expenses and to pay all premiums in full, the Green Township

Community Association reserves the right to prorate the funds available for premiums among the respective winners and payment

obligation.

PENNSYLVANIA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE PENNSYLVANIA FAIRS
ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR EXHIBITION, INCLUDING COMMERCIAL EXHIBITION

This document provides the requirements for the 116 Pennsylvania County and Community Fairs receiving funding from the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania. The management of individual fairs may adopt requirements which are more stringent than those of the Department, and all exhibitors are
encouraged to check with the management of each fair in advance to ensure compliance with all requirements.

These requirements are not required for local, county, and district 4-H and FFA exhibitions which are not held in conjunction with a Pennsylvania County
and Community Fair receiving funding from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, but it is recommended that these requirements be adopted by show
management.

These requirements are designed to protect animal health while minimizing the financial impact on youth exhibitors associated with the individual
certificates of veterinary inspection (CVI) requirement. Please note that exhibitors are not required to send the CVI to the Department for approval prior
to the fair-the CVI may be checked at the fair.



For specified events at the Pennsylvania Farm Show Complex, including the Pennsylvania Farm Show, the Pennsylvania All-American Dairy Show, the
Pennsylvania State Junior Dairy Show, the Keystone International Livestock Exposition, the Pennsylvania Fall Holstein Show and the
Pennsylvania State 4-H Horse Show, exhibitors will need to consult the 2011 requirements in place for those particular events.

The Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture recommends that animals returning home from fairs be isolated from other members of the herd or flock for
2-4 weeks to help prevent the spread of disease.

In addition to these animal health requirements, the Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture recommends that exhibitors of all animals, including those
for commercial exhibit, discuss the health of their animals, including vaccine recommendations, with a veterinarian on a regular basis.

Exhibitors

i) Are expected to provide a Social Security Number because Federal Law requires we report all awards in excess of
$600.00.

ii) Are expected to provide the PROPER NAME OF THE BREED OF LIVESTOCK he/she is entering.

iii) Are expected to have each animal under halter when exhibiting in the ring,

iv) Are expected to have animals on the grounds no later than 2:00 p.m. Monday.

v) Are expected to keep animals on the premises until 9:00 p.m. Saturday evening.

vi) Are expected to display or parade their animals as directed by the Superintendent:

vii) Are expected to accept the stall assigned without controversy:

viii) Are expected to keep their animals in an attractive appearance,

ix) Are expected to cooperate with department officials in every way that may serve to increase the educational value of the
show.

x) who are 4-H and FFA Livestock exhibitors must inform the Entry Clerk of said status AND PROVIDE PROOF OF
MEMBERSHIP and MUST PRESENT THE SIGNATURE AND PHONE NUMBER OF THEIR EXTENSION AGENT OR
ADVISOR.

Judging

i) Itis the responsibility of the exhibitor to know the judging schedule.

i)  Animals must be in the ring promptly on call and a failure to comply with the order renders exhibitors liable to be ruled out
of competing.

iii)  All livestock offered for premiums must have been the property of the owners thirty (30) days or longer, health papers are
to be issued in the name of the exhibitor.

iv) Should any animal awarded a prize be disqualified, the animals gaining the lower prizes shall move into the next higher
position, If in the opinion of the judges, the animals are worthy of such prizes.

v) Over fitting of cattle will be discouraged.

vi) Any artificial means used to change the form or shape of an animal will disqualify it from competition

2 ALL OTHER ENTRIES

i) Will verify entries were grown, produced or made since the last fair by the person whose name appears on the exhibit tag.

ii) The Fair Management reserves the right to amend or add to these guidelines as its judgment may determine.

iii) will take reasonable care to protect all exhibits on display from all injury and damage but the Fair is not, in any way, to be
held responsible for accidents, loss of damage by water, fire, theft, or otherwise, whatever may be the cause or extent of
the damage or loss.

iv) Wil see that entries are made according to classification.

v)  Will verify premiums, as listed, may be given for meritorious exhibits.

vi) If entries are to be limited to residents of the county, or the specified area, this must be stated in the fair's premium book
or tabloid under the rules section.

vii) Reserve the right to bar from competition any entry of inferior quality and those not possessing sufficient merit to warrant
recognition.

viii) May provide duplicate ribbons in the event ribbons are stolen or destroyed. They will be provided at the close of the Fair
or show and there will be no fee.

ix) Reserves the right to remove any exhibit not worthy of viewing by the public.

X)  MAY ENTER EXHIBITS IN THEIR OWN DEPARTMENTS, but neither they nor any other exhibitor may communicate with
the judges during the time of determining the awards, except to answer questions proposed by the judges.

xi) No exhibit may be removed before the close of the fair except by consent of the management of the fairs.

Exhibitors

i)  Are expected to provide the PROPER NAME OF THE ARTICLE he/she is entering

ii) Are expected to agree and be bound by the rules and regulations of Green Township Community Association Inc.
(Cookport Fair).

iii) May be required to prove ability to reproduce entry in any department in the presence of a qualified person.

iv) Are not permitted to look at judging books.
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
